
 
 
 
 

Directions & Tips for visiting the  
Annual Red Bank Bonfire & Fireworks Display 

 
Thank you for supporting our Bonfire & Fireworks Display… please take a few minutes to 
read through our guide to visiting Red Bank Bonfire. 

 
·  The main gates will open at 6pm and the Bonfire lit at 6.30pm followed by the 

Fireworks at 7.15pm (dependant upon weather and certain safety factors). 
 

·  Wrap up in warm, waterproof clothing and dig out your wellies… the park is likely to 
be wet and with it being late October … it will be cold too! 

 
·  Please do not bring any fireworks or sparklers onto  the park – we cannot allow 

these due to health and safety recommendations. 
 

·  On the park will be Hot & Cold Refreshments, also for the kids (or adults) we will 
have glow-bands for sale.  

 
·  The event is run by volunteers and we do not charge entry… all we ask for is 

donations to cover the costs and also help raise funds for the Scout Group. 
 

·  Vehicles are not permitted to park on Duxbury Jubilee Park – there is limited space 
available the area surrounding the park. Also some parking space is available in the 
area close to the Hop Pocket Pub on Carr Lane, Chorley. Please note – there is no 
parking available near the Golf Course or Nineteens Restaurant 

 
·  We ask all drivers to be courteous and respect the local residents and abide 

by the UK traffic regulations. 
 

·  Do not leave any valuables in your vehicle. 
 

·  Please do not park on any grassed area’s surrounding the park 
 

·  Our show is suitable for all ages and has good disabled access via the road thru the 
park. Please use the Bolton Road entrance for any wheel chairs. 

 
·  No external traders are permitted on the site or the immediate surroundings. 

 
·  We do not have any dealings with external traders, fairground rides or mobile 

food vans. Only refreshments purchased on the park benefit the Scout Group.
